Lawn Maintenance Service

Below are excerpts from AmeriLawn’s contract, our new lawn service vendor, in reference to the Association and its owner’s responsibilities:

· Lawn is to be free of all moveable items such as toys, garden hoses, electrical cords, tools, furniture, etc. on day of scheduled service.

· Please do not approach lawn equipment while in use.

· Lawn watering or times on sprinkler systems should not be set to come on during scheduled lawn service times.

Each owner is responsible for the overall health of their lawn: even when exposed to the best of lawn service, a lawn may still have poor health.  For example, improper watering of lawn, infestation of insects or a fungus or even an over-growth of weeds may have a negative consequence on the health of any lawn.  

Amerilawn will not be held responsible for damages caused by moveable items left on lawn on day of service.  

Amerilawn (via Fairway Management) must be notified within 48 hours of day of service of any other damages, or upon return to residence in the case of seasonal residents.  Photo documentation will be made when contract begins to note existing damages.  

*Amerilawn will leave 3 inches of grass uncut near exposed trailer skirting, which will be the responsibility of the homeowner.  Failure to report damages within 48 hours of service constitutes a waiver, and Amerilawn is released from liability.  



End of excerpt

Per our governing documents, Amerilawn will not be held responsible for damage to sprinkling systems that are not properly installed or maintained:

3.3 …………….Appropriately sized sprinkler “heads must be ground height to prevent damage by lawn service contractor, and must be protected by a “donut” or other protective devise to enable the lawn mower to pass over without damage.”

The materials in established systems may become brittle over time from age or our beachside conditions, Amerilawn is not responsible for old or worn out systems or Mother Nature.  In addition, Amerilawn is not responsible for damages when the owner has used inferior or inadequate materials.

*Amerilawn has agreed to accept a waiver of damages from homeowner’s without a protective skirting barrier.
