Owner’s Sprinkler Systems

The purpose of this mailing is to reaffirm the owner’s responsibilities in reference to your sprinkling system, as well as, giving unit owners information for proper maintenance or repairs.  This is your opportunity to address this issue, if necessary, prior to the Association taking further action as required in our governing documents.  

Below is an excerpt from the Association’s Rules and Regulations.  The highlighted areas pertain to each owner with a sprinkling system.  Please review and assess your system to ensure you are in compliance.  If you are not, your immediate attention is required to rectify the situation.

3.3 New or replaced Unit owner sprinkler systems will not have the sprinkler heads placed closer than ten (10) feet apart.  Appropriately sized sprinkler heads must be ground height to prevent damage by lawn service contractor, and must be protected by a “donut” or other protective devise to enable the lawn mower to pass over without damage.

3.4 Sprinkler heads, which are broken or not functioning properly, must be repaired or replaced, at Unit owner’s expense, immediately as not to disrupt the water pressure of others on the same zone.  Any heads not immediately repaired or replaced will have the water shut off at the feed line, until such heads are functioning properly.

Please be advised earth must be inside donut surrounding the sprinkler for additional stability.  Several solutions were presented by Don Boyland at the Board of Officers meeting on 12/7/07.  These solutions and suggestions are attached.  In addition to the diagrams below, another alternative is:  A pop-up oscillating sprinkler, the spray from this type of head will cover a much greater area, it could replace up to 7 standard heads in your yard. (see unit owner 107).
