· Persons under 55 and over 18 may reside if one other occupant is 55 years or older. (7.2, pg 17)

· No pets, other than fish or birds. (7.3, pg 18)

· Unit may be leased one time in a 12-month period. (7.7, pg 19)

· Parking of conventional passenger vehicles allowed in specified areas only. (7.9a, pg. 20)
