Frequently Asked Questions and Answers Sheet
Q:        What are the voting rights in the Condominium Association?
A:         One vote per unit is the right of unit owners. See the Condo documents for detailed information regarding
improvements of common property, reserves, amendment to documents, recall of director, and other matters.
Q:        What restrictions exist in the Condominium documents on my right to use my unit?
A:         Some of the restrictions include pets, single family homes, age, size of homes, commercial vehicles, motorcycles,
storage of boats or trailers, building lines, landscaping and others. See Article 7.0 of the Declaration of Condominium and the Association’s Rules and Regulations.
Q:        What restrictions exist in the Condominium documents in regard to leasing my unit?
A:        Sale, leases and transfer of units is restricted or controlled. See Declaration of Condominium Article 8.0 and the Association's Rules and Regulations.
Q:        How much are my assessments to the Condo Association for my type unit and when are they due?
A:         $78.00 per month, or preferably, $234.00 per quarter. Most unit owners pay quarterly on Jan.l, April 1, July 1 and Oct. 1. In addition, auto-pay is available through our management company.
Q:      Do I have to be a member in any other association? If so, what is the name of the association and what are my voting rights in this association? What are my assessments?
A:         No, there are no other associations within Leisure Living Estates.
Q: 
Am I required to pay rent or land use fees for recreational or other commonly used facilities? If so, how much am I obligated to pay annually?
A: 
There are no other fees for use of common property, recreational facilities, beach access, river dock, TV cable or other amenities, which are included in your monthly assessment. A nominal fee is required for private use of the Clubhouse and for storage of boats, trailers, campers, etc.
Q:       Is the Condominium Association or other mandatory membership association involved in any court cases in which it may face liability in excess of $100,000? If so, identify cases.
A:         No.
Q:        How is business for the Association taken care of?
A:        Currently, the Association has contracted with a management company to handle our business, including      financials and the day-to-day business required in managing a condominium community such as Leisure Living.

WELCOME TO OUR ASSOCIATION! The following is furnished for your information and guidance:

1. Assessment of $ 78.00 is due the first of each month, or preferably $234.00 per quarter. Late charges assessed in accordance with our Condo documents.

2.     No smoking in the Clubhouse, office, multi-purpose room, or mailroom.
3.     10 miles per hour speed limit – please obey signs.
4. There are no standard office hours on-site; please contact Lori Barella at Fairway Management (777-7575) with any questions or if you are in need of assistance.
5. Guests are welcome to your home.  If their visit extends beyond 3 days, please fill out a registration form; these forms may be found in the mailroom.  Owners are responsible for the actions of their guests.  Children under the age of eighteen may also visit provided the visit(s) does not exceed 30 days within any consecutive twelve-month period. 
6. Clothes drying on lines at Laundry or a collapsible clothes-drying umbrella may be erected on an unit.
7. Parking:  Park in designated areas only.  If your driveway will not accommodate guest’s car, there is room available at the Laundry and Clubhouse.

8. Garbage: Garbage only pick-up on Wednesday and Saturday. Lawn debris is picked up on Thursday. Place in a reusable container early Thursday.  DO NOT PLACE WASTE IN PLASTIC BAGS.  Large limbs and branches cannot exceed 4 feet in length, 12 inches in diameter and 50 pounds in weight.  Recyclables are also picked up Thursday.
9.    Sprinkling schedules:   The Association is watered via reclaimed water from the County.  The watering schedule varies, but is normally twice weekly during the winter months (Nov. thru March) and three times a week otherwise or according to various governmental agency regulations.  Sprinkler systems must be approved by the ARC in advance of placement.

10.   Lawn Service: Lawn service is provided by the Association.  The service is for general maintenance of the lawns, which includes cut, edged and trimmed.
11.   The Association’s  "common  property" insurance is provided through Wren Insurance Agency.
12. Hurricane Preparedness: Season is June through November. If you are away during this period, be sure that your carport is 

         clear.   Store all chairs, tables, etc, in your  shed or home.   Evacuation for this area:
HURRICAN WATCH-Hurricane conditions are a real possibility. BE PREPARED TO EVACUATE.
HURRICANE WARNING— Will  strike within 24 hours. EVACUATE NOW
