Your efforts are most appreciated.  The Board is planning on completing various projects including rebuilding the directory, replacement of 25 feet of walkway to the dock, and renovating the activity room.  The Board can plan, but without the continued help of members, the jobs could not be completed.    Please review the attached minutes of our January 10th meeting for details and other pertinent information.

The annual inspection was recently conducted; you may have already received your notification.  Unit owners will receive a thank you for being in compliance or a notification of areas needing attention.  The Association based its findings on items that would detract from the Community at large or prohibit services from being performed properly or in direct violation of our documents.  Among the infractions noted are dead grass, over-grown or weed infested flower beds and unkempt stone barriers or pavers, improperly installed or maintained sprinklers, missing unit numbers, occupied units with hurricane protection in place, paint-challenged driveways, units with trim or missing fascia, and excessive dirt or mold on a unit.  Please be aware, Fairway Management at the Board’s request evaluated the common areas, as well.  Unfortunately, the notifications may seem harsh, however, the parameters of the notification are based on the Florida statutes.  A follow-up will take place on February 26th.  If you have concerns about completing the required maintenance, please contact Fairway Mgmt. Everyone’s effort towards making and keeping our community as attractive as possible is beneficial to all.  I know we all take pride in our Park, let’s show it!  

In reference to hurricane protection on occupied units:  this is in violation of a Brevard County Fire Code and the Association would be remiss in not making residents aware of this requirement.  Can we force you to remove your hurricane protection?  No, but we are taking the initiative to inform residents of the risk they are taking by continuing to have hurricane protection on their unit while it is occupied.  Please seriously consider the ramifications!        

Leisure Living’s Annual Meeting, as you are aware, is slated for Saturday, March 1st, at 10:00 a.m.  In order to help move things along the Board is planning to have proxies processed at a duly noticed meeting on Friday, February 29th at 3:00 p.m.  If you will be holding a proxy for someone, please submit the proxy at this time for processing.  Also, the Board will not hold its organizational meeting on this date and the doors will open at 9:15 a.m. so members may begin the check-in process.    
ARC requests submitted for the installation of cement are being carefully reviewed.  In the past owners have been allowed to place cement wherever upon their mobile home unit without regard to potential drainage issues creating problems.  According to our documents, (see CCR 3.2b & 4.12) the unit owner must address the drainage on their unit in order not to impact another’s property.  In addition, the County requires at least 20% green space in a park such as ours.  The ARC will addressing current and future drainage issues.  The Association is obligated to protect the community at large and the ARC will work closely with residents on this concern.  Please be advised you may be asked to alter plans initially presented OR to install drains to an existing surface to achieve the desired outcome for both you and the community. 

The Association is saddened to report the loss of two of its members:  Jim Eckles and Bill Kirk on December 21st.   

Jim lost his courageous battle with cancer.  A memorial service was held on Jan. 5th at the South Patrick Baptist Church.  Jim’s humor and constant smile will be missed.  Bill passed suddenly at the hospital after becoming ill at work.  A memorial service for Bill was held on December 27th at the Salvation Army Chapel.  Bill’s compassion touched many while he found contentment in a life that several of us can only hope for.  Our sympathies are extended to both families for the loss of their loved ones.
