Sympathies Extended

The Association would like to extend our sympathies to Director Don Boyland and family for their loss.  In addition to Mary being a devoted wife and mother, she bravely faced many health issues in recent years.  In the grand scheme of things, the Boylands have been LLEC residents for a short time, but have continually demonstrated their support of our community and a caring attitude for friends and neighbors.   


In addition, the Association extends our sympathies to the family of Margie Anderson, a long-time owner.  Margie passed after a short illness.  In recent years Margie had relocated to North Carolina; it was always a joy to visit with her upon her visits back to LLEC. 


Who is responsible for MY sprinklers?  

According to our documents, each individual owner is responsible for their system.  Many of the systems have been in place for a number of years and others more recent.  Whatever the case, the sprinklers need to be at “ground level”, surrounded by earth and donuts to help stabilize; the utilization of flex tubing will also help in keeping your system functioning.  The sprinkler is not be sitting at grass level or surrounded by pvc or marked by a stake or rebar!  The ARC will be putting together a detailed information sheet regarding the proper installation, maintenance and repair of your sprinklers.


This past year our lawn maintenance service was responsible for repairing or replacing sprinklers that were properly installed.  I firmly believe it is fair to say the majority of systems in our Park are either not installed or not properly maintained.  However, complaints were received about breakage of systems that did not fall within the required parameters.  

Additional factors to consider are:  was your system installed at a time when flex tubing was not used or is the plastic head brittle from the heat and sun or the donuts have sunk into the lawn or the pop-ups don’t go down?  These issues in particular are not the responsibility of the lawn maintenance service, whoever they may be.

Owners are to ensure their systems are up to the standard required in our documents.  The information sheet is a guide to achieve that goal.  You may contact the ARC and/or the irrigation team to advise you on the maintenance or repair of your current system.  Also, please remember we are paying for general lawn maintenance; which is vastly different from individual, personalized lawn care.  Our contracted lawn maintenance service (whomever it may be) WILL NOT be responsible for fixing sprinklers that are not properly installed and/or maintained.
