The Board of Director’s meeting is scheduled for November 13th.  The major discussion points are highlighted below:  
· The Board has worked on the enclosed budget to try to keep expenses at a minimum.  After numerous iterations we are looking at a $ 1.00 raise with the understanding only required projects will be considered.  The Board plans on approving the budget on December 2nd after a final review.
· The Bright House contract was up this year.  The new contract will be for 10 years; the first year (2009) will be $29.65 (about the same as 2008) per unit per month including taxes with a 5 % yearly rate increase cap clause.  This is better than the last contract which had a 10% yearly raise fee possible over the 25 year period.

· The Social Club has requested permission to replace the wooden corner cabinet in the activity room with a Rubbermaid type closet.  The Board will consider this request.
· The Board will address the requirement for commercial-type argon exhaust hoods.  Initial quotes are approx. $10,000.00.  Usage versus costs ratio will be evaluated.  The ovens and electric appliances can be substituted for the stove top burners and grill.
· Also, the Board will be getting a status report for the reclaimed water project (ie FPL easement permission, quotes, etc).
