From the President’s Desk:

The season appears to be in full swing at Leisure Living from the Social Club dance to an almost full Park with the final flight of Snowbirds settling in.  The Association’s projects (reclaimed water and entrance landscaping) for this year have been completed.


The Board of Officers continues to address the day to day business at LLEC through Lori Barella, (777-7575) our CAM from Fairway Management.  Regrettably, the lack of self-regulation by individuals or inaction by residents is forcing the Association to follow up with the due process procedure.  
The Board of Directors at our January meeting reviewed the due process procedure along with discussion of various solutions for reaching the Association’s goal of compliance.  January’s minutes are enclosed.

The agenda for February’s meeting includes the discussion of and decisions about potential solutions regarding:  long-term maintenance issues, speeding, or running stops signs (just to mention a few examples).  The BOD plans on discussing: peer group intervention, due process of enforceable concerns, installing speed bumps, or contracting with the County Sheriff to monitor traffic issues.


As you are aware, the above solutions may require your Association to spend monies for compliance due to the actions or inaction of a few individuals who lack self-discipline.  Again, when everyone became owners, we were aware of our documents and the expectations of condo living.  Unfortunately, the disrespect shown by a few is jeopardizing everyone’s safety by ignoring our traffic rules or our pocket books by lowering property values if a unit is not properly maintained.  Everyone has a responsibility to our community; let’s walk the walk, not just talk.     

I would like to thank all the residents who continue to help with the upkeep of the common areas within our Park.  Recognition of these individuals is important.  The BOD recognizes these hard workers at our meetings; their names are documented in the minutes.  If you have the opportunity, your personal thanks and support, I know, would mean a great deal!
Enclosed you will find the annual meeting packet.  The three (3) ballot proposals consist of:

· A waiver not to have the financial compilation completed for 2009 as allowed under the Florida statutes.  This will save the Association an accounting fee of 
$ 3,500.00.  The waiver must be approved on a yearly basis for up to three years; however, the financial compilation must be completed in the fourth year.  

· An amendment proposal of CCR 4.13b allowing standard size real estate signs.

· An amendment proposal of our Declaration 7.9f to remove service vehicles as the exception for “No parking on common grounds”.  
There are three (3) Candidates for the equal number of Directorships open, a runoff is not necessary.  The following owners are slated to assume the open positions at our annual meeting:  Lillian Simpson, Don Boyland, and Jim Cavallaro.  
The annual inspection was recently conducted.  Overall, our results are improving each year.  And, I think, we can all agree the Park has never looked better.  In the normal scheme of things, as time progresses and aging advances, more maintenance is necessary and unfortunately, just not on our homes!  These are the golden years, remember?  We have and want to keep a park we can all be proud of.  Keep up the hard work!
