Two Points of Clarification

4/10/07 BOD Meeting

First, with regard to comments made by Unit Owner # 35:  The Board has not been “directed” by Unit Owner # 3 in reference to the Due Process; as a matter of fact, Unit Owner # 3 has not approached the Association nor been approached by the Board on this subject.


Second, in reference to the impending storm season, the Board acted upon a recommendation from the ARC by establishing overhang parameters for new 

units or the rebuilding a unit or accessory (ie carport, porch).  

The ARC and Board determined it would be beneficial to clarify the overhang parameters on our mobile home units.  There are numerous areas within our Park where the clearance between units across the road are too narrow.  As you are aware, the stated setbacks are:  5 feet from the front property line and 7.5 feet from the side and rear lines for mobile or modular or other structure or improvement (reference CCR, Article 4.2, page 4).

Please be advised an overhang of up to 12” will be allowed within the 5 foot setback at the front property line.  The overhang must be 4 foot back from your front property line.  An overhang of up to 18” (including 4” gutter) will be allowed within the side and rear 7.5 foot setback from the property lines.  The overhang must be 6 foot back from the side/rear lines, other than the south property lines.  Clamshell shutters may infringe beyond overhang parameters on the sides and rear of the unit, however, clamshell shutters WHEN OPEN may not extend past the front property line parameters (4 foot from property line).  

In addition, current structures will remain as is, until Mother Nature or the unit owner chooses otherwise.  The ARC will accept your requests according to the above parameters.  Please review the rules and regulations upon receipt.

Coupon Books

The Board asked for the auto-pay accounts not receive coupons, however, this is not possible as the Association (technically) needs to invoice the owners for their assessment.  The coupon book is your invoice.  If you have any questions or concerns, please feel free to call Jim at 777-7575.

Please refer to the your rules and regulations, Item 2.2, page 2.  All items must be put away and your unit secured.  It would be unfortunate and possibly deadly if a loose item from your home becomes a projectile.
