Your efforts are much appreciated.

The Board recently (March 6th BOD meeting) approved the inclusion of Article 17.0 – Due Process in the Association’s Rules and Regulations.  In the near future, you will receive copies of the recorded amendments (as per our Declaration) plus the appropriate pages to replace the outdated ones in your condo documents.  

It is this Board’s sincere wish that the Due Process panel recently named will not have to meet.  At last year’s annual meeting, the membership overwhelmingly voted not to have a violation and fining process.  As previously stated, the Board is required to uphold our documents and abide by the Florida statutes; the Due Process is a required element.  

The best way to prevent having to invoke this process is to comply with our documents.  Yes, we may not agree 100% with our documents, 

however, every owner within our community signed a “contract” stating we agreed to fulfill our 

obligation to this Association by living within the parameters of those documents.

Our membership is made of up owners from all walks of life from around the country.  There 

are some of us who have never lived within a deed-restricted community.  In this type of life-style there 

are trade-offs; if you are unable to adjust or unwilling to fulfill the contract you signed, please 

contemplate looking for a community more compatible with your philosophy and lifestyle.

Also, at the March 6th meeting, the Board approved the committees as published on the front page of this newsletter.  The Association is most appreciative of the residents (past and present) willing to volunteer their time and talents for our community.

In addition, the Board accepted the resignations of Directors Crisenbery and Sidaway.  On behalf of the Association, the Board would like to take this opportunity to thank both, Larry and Hazel for their time and the efforts they expended for the good of the Association.

The projects the Board scheduled for this season are almost complete.  Both the electrical panel in the Clubhouse and the Storage building roof were recently replaced.  The last item is the painting of the storage building, which will be scheduled for the latter part of March.  Thanks again to everyone for helping with the Board’s ambitious list of projects to repair and maintain your Association assets. 

Financials

The Association’s expenditures, (see attached Profit and Loss for 2006), exceeded our income.  Our operational savings, 2005 leftover operation monies, with insurance monies were spent appropriately in addressing our expenses.  Unfortunately, over budget line items: insurance premiums, FPL charges, legal fees (owner challenges and attempts to collect cancellation charges from Sentry) were unavoidable.  

In addition, the seawall and electrical work at the river; a new roof, new irrigation pump, and undermining issues at the Clubhouse resolved; Sentry cancellation charges, standard operation expenses paid awaiting our funds from Sentry; beginning balance adjustments due to Sentry bookkeeping practices accounted for increased expenditures.  On the flip side, several line items came in under budget.  As you are aware, the current Board, using our best business judgment addressed Association needs, both inherited and unexpected.  

In reference to the Compilaton report:  adjustments of $ 85,00.00 resulted in a negative balance (pg 4) on paper only.  These adjustments were necessary “on paper” to balance the cash flow; this was a cumulative (over time) accounting correction.  The cash balance (pg 4) are liquid assets available within 90 days.  The reserves chart (pg 7) reflects on paper adjustments to reconcile the CPA figures with the previous Board’s stated amounts and correcting Sentry’s posting errors.

The Association is financially sound with the reserves funded as required, the 2007 budget is on track, and there is still over $ 11,000.00 in the savings (see Balance Sheet – Assets - page 1).

Assessments Due

The question has been raised:  I want to pay my assessment for the quarter and I only have two coupons left, what should I do?


Per Jim Kenney, you may make a quarterly payment of $ 204.00 by sending in only one coupon with your check.  The proper amount will be posted to your account when it is accompanied with a coupon.
